This 3-mile section of the Mass. Central Rail Trail (MCRT)
passes through forest, rural countryside, and over historic
bridges overlooking the Ware River. Learn about the Ware
River, pollinators, and the history of the railroad from
signage posted along the trail.

Benches can be found along the MCRT. An accessible
picnic table is located near the pony truss bridge. There is
also a picnic table at the River's Edge Overlook and at the

The MCRT southwest of West Road includes a Story Trail.
There is also a Cattle Pass (tunnel) under this trail
segment that historically allowed cows to safely move
between grazing areas on either side of the tracks when it
was an active railroad.
